Sacrament of Baptism/Letters of Eligibility for 
Sponsorship 

Arrangements are made with Fr. Forlano. Please contact 
the Parish Office ext. 733 for an appointment.  
Baptisms will be celebrated in English at 2:00 p.m. on 
the 2nd and 4th Sundays of the month and during the 
10:00 a.m. Mass on the 4th Sunday of the month. The 
date of the baptism can be set after baptismal preparation 
for parents and godparents and letters of eligibility for 
sponsors have been completed. Baptismal Preparation 
includes on-line videos and an in-person session. Please 
contact Deacon Kevin McDermott by email to schedule 
the Baptismal Preparation Session:

The next Baptismal Preparation Session will be held on 
Tuesday, May 6 at 7:00 p.m. in the parish office. 
 

In order to be a sponsor and/or to receive a Letter of 
Eligibility for Sponsorship, one must be a practicing 
Catholic at least 16 years old, who has received all of the 
sacraments of initiation (Baptism, Holy Communion, and 
Confirmation), if married, married validly in the Catholic 
Church, or, if not married, living a life in harmony with 
the faith.
