How does one become Catholic or 
receive the Sacraments as an 
Adult?   
Do you know anybody who is attracted 
to Catholicism? Or has a restless heart 
and is seeking answers to questions like, 
“why am I here?” and “what is the 

purpose of my life?”  Are you a non-Catholic spouse or 
friend of a Catholic and have ever considered becoming 
Catholic?  Were you baptized or received First Holy 
Communion but never Confirmed?  Do you think 
something is missing in your life?  The O.C.I.A (Order 
of Christian Initiation of Adults) addresses the 
fundamental questions that arise from the human 
experience while providing an introduction to the 
Catholic faith for persons inquiring about or desiring to 
become Catholic. The course may also serve as 
instruction and formation in the faith for adult Catholics 
who lack any of the sacraments.  The course is less 
about doctrine or catechism and more about learning to 
grow in friendship with Christ through reading of Sacred 
Scripture, participation in the Mass, and a shared 
journey within the community of the Church.  Sessions 
will take place Thursday evenings from 7:00 to 8:30 
p.m. starting on Thursday August 28 in the Rectory.

Los 
bautismos se celebrarán en español a las 2:00 
p.m. el 3cer y 5to Domingo del mes y dentro de 
la misa de 12:00 el 4to Domingo. La preparación 
bautismal para los padres y padrinos incluye 
videos en línea y una clase en persona (La 
próxima clase será el Lunes 6 de octubre a las

Este Domingo, Dios nos llama a examinar nuestra actitud sobre 
los bienes materiales. Si el cristiano no comparte sus bienes 
con los necesitados, no es auténtico cristiano. Es duro el 
evangelio cuando habla de la suerte del rico y del pobre. A 
veces, la mesa llena, el vestido púrpura y los muchos 
dividendos impiden la conversión. Pero lo que parece 
imposible a los ojos de los seres humanos, no es imposible 
ante Dios. 
Las lecturas de este domingo nos ponen en guardia frente a las 
riquezas, que endurecen el corazón. El lujo hace olvidar los 
desastres del pueblo, dice el profeta Amós. A la puerta del rico 
se apaga la vida del pobre Lázaro, leemos en el evangelio. 
Contra esa riqueza despreocupada está la regla de vida que 
propone el autor de la carta a Timoteo (honradez, religiosidad, 
fe, amor, paciencia, dulzura) y la confianza en un Dios que, 
según el salmo, sustenta la vida del huérfano y de la viuda.
